545 PEOPLE

Politicians are the only people in the world who create problems and then campaign against them.  Have you ever wondered, if both the Democrats and the Republicans are against deficits, WHY do we have deficits ?
Have you ever wondered, if all the politicians are against inflation and high taxes, WHY do we have inflation and high taxes ?
You and I don’t propose a federal budget.  The president does.  You and I don’t have the Constitutional authority to vote on appropriations.  The House of Representatives does.  You and I don’t write the tax code, Congress does.  You and I don’t set fiscal policy, Congress does.  You and I don’t control monetary policy, the Federal Reserve Bank does.
One hundred senators, 435 congressmen, one president, and nine Supreme Court justices equates to 545 human beings out of the 300 million are directly, legally, morally, and individually responsible for the domestic problems that plague this country.
I excluded the members of the Federal Reserve Board because that problem was created by the Congress.  In 1913, Congress delegated its Constitutional duty to provide a sound currency to a federally chartered, but private, central bank.
I excluded all the special interests and lobbyists for a sound reason.  They have no legal authority.  They have no ability to coerce a senator, a congressman, or a president to do one cotton-picking thing.  I don’t care if they offer a politician $1 million dollars in cash.  The politician has the power to accept or reject it.

No matter what the lobbyist promises, it is the legislator’s responsibility to determine how he votes.
Those 545 human beings spend much of their energy convincing you that what they did is not their fault.  They cooperate in this common con regardless of party.  What separates a politician from a normal human being is an excessive amount of gall.  No normal human being would have the gall of a Speaker, who stood up and criticized the President for creating deficits.  The president can only propose a budget.  He cannot force the Congress to accept it.
The Constitution, which is the supreme law of the land, gives sole responsibility to the House of Representatives for originating and approving appropriations and taxes.  Who is the speaker of the House ?  Nancy Pelosi.  She is the leader of the majority party.  She and fellow House members, not the president, can approve any budget they want.  If the president vetoes it, they can pass it over his veto if they agree to.

If they do not receive social security but are on an elite retirement and health care plan not available to the people, it’s because they want it way.  There are no insoluble government problems. 
Do not let these 545 people shift the blame to bureaucrats, whom they hire and whose jobs they can abolish; to lobbyists, whose gifts and advice they can reject; to regulators, to whom they give the power to regulate and from whom they can take this power.  Above all, do not let them con you into the belief that there exists disembodied mystical forces like “the economy,” “inflation,” or “politics” that prevent them from doing what they take an oath to do.  Those 545 people, and they alone, are responsible.  They, and they alone, have the power.  They, and they alone, have the power.  They, and they alone, should be held accountable by the people who are their bosses.  Provided the voters have the gumption to manage their own employees.  We should vote all of them out office and clean up their mess !

IN DEFENSE OF THE
CHRISTIAN SOUTH

The following speech was presented 
on June 27, 1999 for the 
Southern Memorial Association
annual vesper service at the
Confederate Memorial Cemetery in
Fayetteville, AR.  This speech was given
in first person as if the speaker and the 
audience were living in the 
1870's
 
“In 1867, just a few years ago, one of our own, a true Southerner wrote a lengthy narrative of the Late Great Unpleasantness.  The title of his book was simple yet gripping:
The Lost Cause.  Now, I have no quarrel with Mr. E. A. Pollard, sometime editor of the Daily Richmond Review
I don’t know him, but I want to ask a question which the title of his book arouses in my mind.  Was (or is) the cause of the South, embodied in the Confederate States of America, lost ?  Is it gone, never to be recovered or regained ?  Have the men who died and are buried here and in thousands of graves across the Southland, died in vain ?  To discern whether the cause be indeed lost we first ask: ‘what was the cause of the Southern Soldier?”   Please allow me to state tow commonly supposed answers and then set forth the true answer to this question.
 The most common attack our enemies lay to our charge is that we fought for the possession of Negro slaves.  Radical Republicans and insane abolitionists have insisted that Negro slavery is the one cardinal sin that hinders the blessing of God on the land.  They have urged that only by shedding the blood of the noble sons of the South will the country be purged of this abomination.  I cannot take your time to answer their charges.  Many of our most able theologians and statesman have already done so.  But I will ask again, “Did we fight to keep our slaves ?”  You already know the answer.  I had no slaves, nor did my neighbors.  We know folks who owned a few, but they are not the majority of our population.  History will one day prove that we were not all cruel slave holders.  Indeed, I have read the accounts of Northern Radicals who visited the South for the very purpose of fanning the flames of their hatred, but when they arrived were amazed to find the gen4eral happiness and contentment present among the Negro population.  I am much afraid that there will come a time, nay, it has already come, that men who are little concerned for the truth will accuse us of fighting to keep the Negro man in bondage.  Friends, dear people of the South, never forget that it is we who have lived best with the black man, and we are most glad to set him at full liberty in due time.   My friends and yours, even our much loved President Jeff Davis, advocated gradual emancipation.  Instead, the fanatical abolitionist has had his way, and now the man whom he claimed to love is in the street with few means of providing for himself and even fewer elements

of character necessary for self-government.  I believe that men cannot be made free until they learn to be free, yet self-governed men.  This takes time; and time, the abolitionists, bent on our demise, could not accept.
But I must continue.  I have also heard some men charge the Southern people with the sin of greed. L They have judged us as covetous, fighting a needless war just to retain our wealth.  No doubt, men are motivated to take up arms for many reasons, but I believe it is very evident to us all that there were only a few Southern men who possessed such wealth that it became their primary motive for war.  No, dear friends, most Southern soldiers were men who earned their bread by their own labors and daily toil.  Our wealth was in our land and in our culture.  Very few of us were motivated by the glitter of minted coin.  Most of our people knew that we will die someday as we came into this world—empty handed.  Fundamentally, the men of the South did not so value their wealth that they took up arms against Federal thieves.
So, if we did not fight to keep our slaves and we did not fight to keep our wealth, why did these brave men die ?  Ladies and gentlemen, we fought for the cause of Constitutional liberty and the right of self-government.  Self-government is self control.  How do a people so constrain themselves that they can form their own government ?  They must first admit of one ultimate authority-----God in the person of Jesus Christ.  Our culture was fundamentally a Christian culture.  We were and are a Christian people.  Our much loved and able General, Stonewall Jackson, often prayed that we might be a people whose God is the Lord.  And it was precisely because we were a Christian people that we had such affection for self-government and law.  It was not we who departed from law; it was the Radicals in the North who departed.  They cast off the Holy Scriptures as errant and fallible.  They did not care to have a God who rules in heaven and to whom they must submit on earth.  They devised a “god” of their own imaginations and so saw even the Constitution of these United States as a document with no authority over them.  My friends, it was a war between two cultures, two opposing religions, two opposing world views.
If this then is our answer, if our friends, our families, fought for such a noble cause, if the brightest and best of Southern manhood perished to maintain these ideals as their fathers did in 1776,is this cause forever lost ?
The hopeful answer for us is.  “No”.  Our cause is not yet lost.  Militarily, we are subjugated.  Hordes of Federal troops have devastated our land, defiled our culture, and demoralized our people.  But it is a just man whom falleth seven times yet rises again.  We are defeated only if we lose our culture.  That is the great cause I set before you. What will you teach your children ?  Will some fanatical Yankees twist the truth of history and slander us before our posterity ?  I doubt it not.  What of your grandchildren ?  Will they grow up to mock God and His book ?  Will they think it essential to come here to this cemetery ?  Will they remember that the cause for which their ancestors died was an honorable cause, a cause for true Christianity ?  Just suppose that Jesus Christ does not soon return as we hope he will.  We stand not far from the dawn of the twentieth century.  What of those who may stand at the dawn of the twenty-first ?  Will they still be Christians ?  Or will radical abolitionists prevail and eliminate God and His law from private and public  life ?  Our first president, George Washington said,
“Let us with caution indulge the supposition that morality can be maintained without religion.  Whatever may be conceded to the influence of refined education on minds of peculiar structure, reason and experience both forbid us to expect that national morality can prevail in exclusion of religious principle.”
Friends, I am much afraid when I see the present course of our Federal government, that it will grow ever more intrusive, pressing itself into our personal daily affairs; and that men, charmed with the sight of a massive central government, will suppose it their duty to intrude, as a warlike nation, into the affairs of nations around the world.  We shall become more and more despotic.
Do you now see that ultimately our cause is not one of merely teaching our children and grandchildren that the South was pure and pristine while the North was the paragon of vice and the instrument of the Devil.  No, we believe that a broad view of this war means that our cause is the cause of 1776, the cause to maintain the original Constitutional Republic, and that founded upon the Christian religion.  Only they who trust in the merit of Christ and seek His pardon for their sin can truly carry on the cause of the South.  That is my call to you today.  Uphold Constitutional Liberty and the right of self-government under the authority of the Lord Jesus Christ by embracing the Christian faith.  Let us remember the dead, for they have not died in vain; their cause is ours and it is not lost.”  DEO VINDICE

CHAPLAINS OF THE CONFEDERACY

REV. MOSES DRURY HOGE D. D.
FAITHFUL PASTOR, EDITOR, COMPASSIONATE CHAPLAIN, DEVOTED SUPPORTER OF HIS COUNTRY AND DEFENDER OF THE CHRISTIAN FAITH
“And I will give you pastors according
to mine heart, which shall feed you
with knowledge and understanding.”
Jeremiah 3:15
In order to get an accurate picture of the life land times of the Southern people just prior to and during the War for Southern Independence, one must consider the nature of southern religion and its clergy.  The institution of Southern Protestantism and the strong influence of the Christian clergy were tow of the major factors that molded southern social and political values for sixty years prior to the war.  While Northern Unitarianism waged its war of idealism against the South, the South waged its defensive war against Northern liberal religion in order to preserve its conservative Protestant heritage
Of all the historical accounts of the War of Southern Independence, only a small amount deals with its religious and spiritual aspects.  Yet, in some respects this war was as much a religious crusade, as it was a military campaign.  “A more religious war was never waged by any nation than that now entered upon by the southern people,” wrote the editor of the Richmond Dispatch in June 1861.  During this trying time of national turmoil, there were many southern Christian ministers that displayed unusual courage and were a source of moral encouragement and spiritual guidance throughout the war. Moses Drury Hoge was one such noble man of God who faithfully served his fellow citizens and the cause of the Confederacy.
Moses Drury Hoge was born on September 18, 1818 in Prince Edward County, Virginia to Hampden-Sydney College Vice President Samuel Davies Hoge and his wife Elizabeth.  Samuel Hoge moved his family to Athens, Ohio in 1820, but was there only six years before passing away.  Moses went to live with his uncle, Drury Lacy in New Bern, NC in 1836 and entered Hampden-Sydney College in the fall.  He graduated as Valedictorian of his class in 1839.  After several months he then entered Union Theological Seminary in Prince Edward County as a ministerial student.  In 1843 he accepted the call as assistant to the pastor of the First Presbyterian Church of Richmond, VA.  In 1845, with the help of his denomination, Dr. Hoge became founder and pastor of Richmond’s Second Presbyterian Church where he faithfully remained for fifty-four years.
Rev. Hoge soon became very active in serving not only the members of the church, but also the citizens of the city.  In 1848 he established a school for girls and served as Headmaster until 1852.  His denominational duties included preaching, traveling, lecturing and conducting revival services.  In the late 1840's Rev. Hoge, with his friend Rep. James McDowell, was instrumental in pushing through a bill in the U.S. House of Representatives that would allow chaplains in every regiment of the army.  He stated “I have thus been the humble instrument in originating an action which has resulted in the appointment of chaplains for every regiment where as before there were none”.  He was a man that was held in high esteem not only for his intellectual abilities, his untiring service to the people, his sincere conviction and dedication to God’s Word, but his leadership qualities and was therefore offered the presidency of two southern colleges.  He declined both offers in order to remain as pastor in Richmond.
Among his various endeavors, Dr. Hoge was deeply interested in politics.  As an outlet for expressing his political views, he became editor of the Central Presbyterian, a religious journal with a moderate political format.  As editor, Dr. Hoge often expressed his unionist feelings and his opposition to secession.  He condemned the abuses of slavery and the idea of reopening the African slave trade while denouncing the extremes of northern abolitionism.  Due to the North’s extreme radical Republicanism and liberal interpretation of the Constitution, Dr. Hoge became a strong supporter of his home state when it seceded in early 1861. 
Early on, Dr. Hoge was intensely interested in ministerial work among the soldiers in the Confederate Army.  Governor John Letcher soon appointed him to the Council for Chaplains.  He became a regular preacher at the Camp of Instruction in Richmond and preached to over 100,000 men during the course of the war.  He soon became a favorite speaker among the soldiers of the Stonewall Brigade.   Corporal James P. Smith records: 
“One Sunday afternoon, by our invitation, Dr. Hoge drove out to preach in the camp of the Stonewall Brigade.  How well I remember the great assembly of young soldiers, seated on the ground like the five thousand at Bethsaida, in companies...Of the sermon I have no distinct recollection, but the prayer, with far reaching distinctness and with appeal and tenderness went up through the open skies to the God of so many fathers and mothers, to the great Captain of our Salvation, and went down into the hearts of those boys in gray and tears were on many faces and strong desires in many hearts.  Near the preacher, on a log, sat Stonewall Jackson, and with him a circle of men of rank and on one side a choir of boys who knew their hymns well.”                                Dr. Hoge was so dedicated to the cause and the soldiers of the Confederacy that he returned to the Secretary of War $300.00 which was the amount of his pay as chaplain for six months.  In addition to his other duties, Dr. Hoge served as “honorary chaplain” of the Confederate Congress at the request of Vice President Alexander H. Stephens.  He opened the sessions of the Congress with prayer forty-four times, far exceeding any other minister. 
On December 13, 1862 Dr. Hoge’s brother William, a Presbyterian minister in Charlottesville, suggested writing a letter to the Christians of Great Britain.  In it he would appeal for Bibles, Testaments, tracts and other religious publications to be distributed to the officers and soldiers of the Southern Army.  Dr. Hoge was appointed by the Virginia Bible Society to visit the British and Foreign Bible Society and request a procurement of 35,000 Bibles and Testaments.  This plan met with swift approval from many churchmen, Confederate Cabinet members and the Southern Presbyterian Committee of Publication.
“I invited him (Dr. Hoge) to Camp Winder to preach for us.  Without hesitation he consented to do so.  Rain, hail or shine, every Sunday night he was at his post, preaching and visiting the sick, giving words of comfort and encouragement.  I say this, if the Confederate soldier ever had a friend, that friend is Dr. Hoge.  To this day the old veterans love him.”
             -----A Confederate Veteran 1895
Dr. Hoge left Richmond by train on December 23, 1862 bound for Charleston, SC.  From there, the steamer upon which he was aboard, after running the Union naval blockade, took him to the West Indies.  From there they set sail for England on January 14, 1863. 
On February 16 Dr. Hoge met with the board of mangers of the British and Foreign Bible Society and presented to them the need of the Southern Army for Bibles and Gospel literature.  The Society graciously granted his request by making a free grant of 10,000 Bibles, 50,000 Testaments and 250,000 Gospels and Psalms estimated in value of $20,000.  The London Tract Society also gave him $1500 worth of their publications.  The first load of Bibles was sent from England that same month and arrived in Charleston in June and from there were transported to Richmond.  Due to the Union naval blockade it is estimated that 75 percent of the books reached the Confederate Capital.  Inspired by Dr. Hoge’s mission, the American Bible Society donated more than 50,000 Bibles to the South. 
Uncertain as to the safety of his return trip he wrote; “a few days will determine whether my destination will be the bottom of the sea, Richmond or some Northern Bastille”.  Under enemy fire, aboard the blockade-runner the “Advance” he safely arrived at Wilmington, NC on October 11, 1863.  Dr. Hoge remained faithful to the cause of the Confederacy until the very end.  He returned to his work as army chaplain for the remainder of the war.  He continued as pastor for the next 30 years serving his parishioners and veterans by visiting and preaching at Soldier’s Homes. 
At 180years of age Dr. Hoge was injured in a streetcar accident and never recovered from his injuries.  He died on January 6, 1899 and was buried in Richmond’s Hollywood Cemetery.  His biographer, Payton Hoge wrote this tribute: 
“And there he sleeps...with the great and heroic dead of Virginia and the Confederacy, to who he so often had paid eloquent tribute; in the soil of the Virginia he so loyally served and so devotedly loved.”

As a result of the social, political and religious upheavals of the French Revolution of 1789-1799, major changes took place throughout all Western Civilization.  Many of those changes have had a long-lasting effect upon our nation and its cultural values even to this day.  One of the results of the French Revolution which has affected every aspect of the American religious and social structure is the “humanizing of God” and the “deification of man”.
The leaders of that revolution wanted to “cleanse” the land of what they considered the evils of Christianity and to exalt the great human potentials in the nature of man.  As history has proven, it is impossible to deify man without humanizing God which results in cultural decay and potential downfall.
During the Age of Reason preceding the French Revolution, many social thinkers and philosophers cast serious doubts upon the authenticity of the Holy Scriptures and therefore enthroned the principle of “reason” in its place in French society.  As a misguided reaction to the Age of Reason and the religion of atheism, the social thinkers and philosophers of the North responded with what became known as Romanticism.
ROMANTICISM was that social and religious philosophy that worshiped faith, human emotion, tradition and nature.  It praised man’s natural feelings and instincts as sure guides to the wise conduct of life.  Nature was admired not only for its beauty, but because its beauty and serenity were  symbols of the divine soul of the universe.  There was great emphasis placed upon the simple uncivilized life in the country, because it was believed to develop man’s innate divine element, or soul.  There was much poetry written which expressed confidence in the unity, beauty and goodness of the universe and mankind.  Uncivilized savages were looked upon as the noblest of human beings, thus we have the term “noble savage”.  At this point is where the Romanticists joined hands with politics to bring about social reform.
The religious faith of the Romantic writers was not a Biblical faith in the efficacious atoning work of Jesus Christ, but of faith and self-confidence in man to solve his own problems and to elevate himself to a state of perfection.
UNITARIANISM is that religious movement and philosophy that stresses the free use of human reason to determine spiritual beliefs, and rejects the principle of divine revelation as the means of receiving truth.  It also denies the divinity of Jesus Christ and relegates Him to a position of teacher and social reformer.  American Unitarianism developed slowly out of New England Congregationalist churches that rejected the 18th century Great Awakening revival movement.  The transcendentalist movement of the 19th century inspired Unitarianism with a new interest in the intuitive and emotional aspects of religion.  Unfortunately, these humanistic philosophies combined with certain elements of religious Armenian revivalism and later degenerated into a belief in human aspiration and scientific truth rather than Christianity and the Bible.
It is impossible to deify man without humanizing God.TRANSCENDENTALISM is a variety of philosophies that propose to discover spiritual reality through human intuition, while rejecting an outward absolute authority.  It taught the individual’s of truth as the highest form of knowledge.  It stressed the visionary and idealistic aspect of human nature.  This humanistic philosophy was a direct rejection of the Biblical doctrine of the headship of Jesus Christ and the supreme authority of the Scriptures.
DEISM is the belief that utilizes a rationalistic mode of explaining God and his relationship to the world.  It asserts that God does exist and created the world, but now has no relation to it.  Deism views God as a clock maker who made the world, but programmed it to now run on its own.  Consequently, divine providence, supernatural revelation and God’s plan of salvation for man are brought into serious question and even denied.
PANTHEISM is the theory that God does not exist as a person, but that all natural laws, forces and manifestations of the self-existing universe are God; God is everything and everything is God.  Therefore this theory allows for the worship of all gods, whether they be spiritual, natural, material or mystical.
UNIVERSALISM is the theological belief which stresses the perfectibility of man, the ultimate salvation of all men, the varied character of divine revelation and the humanness of Jesus Christ.  The first congregation was organized in America in 1779.  The adherents to this theory merged with the Unitarians in 1961 and stress the acceptance of humane men, Christian or not. 
RATIONALISM is a descriptive term which denotes the theological doctrine that rejects divine revelation and the supernatural such as contained in the Scriptures and makes human reason the sole source of knowledge.
Many of the North’s most influential 19th century poets and philosophers were deeply involved in the above named humanistic schools of thought which have been taught in many of our nations schools and churches for more for more than 150 years.  They include:  
Ralph Waldo Emerson, who said that the purpose of his writing was “...to awaken man and to raise the feeling of his (self) worth.”  He said, ...nothing can bring you peace but yourself”.  He was a life-long Unitarian.
John Greenleaf Whittier, who was a Quaker by religion but who was joined in purpose and action with the social reformers and abolitionists of his day.
Walt Whitman, who was a radical abolitionist and homosexual, yet was considered “America’s national poet”.
Henry Wadsworth Longfellow, who was a life-long Unitarian who considered Biblical Calvinism with intolerance and sharp impatience.  As a Romanticist he found comfort in Dante’s Divine Comedy and as an abolitionist expressed his feelings toward The War Between the States by saying, “meanwhile the great war goes thundering on.  I hope you are cheery about, and have faith in something and somebody.  The slave power must be utterly annihilated.  There can be no peace without that done, and for that I devoutly pray.”   
The Apostle Paul described false teachers as those “...who changed the truth of God into a lie, and worshiped and served the creature more than the Creator...”
                 ------Romans 1:25Julia Ward Howe, who was a Unitarian and a most influential public speaker whose writings helped to inflame Northern sentiment against the people and cause of the South.  Her biographer gives a description of her faith by saying, “with this questioning of the cold, repressive doctrine of Calvinism, Julia’s evangelical enthusiasm gradually faded away.  As she herself admitted, she began to feel the need for ‘vanity, amusement and other study’.  Then I turned against my New Testament and said, ‘I know you all by heart’; later she would again take up the Bible, this time it would be not ‘in the light of enthusiasm but of common sense and experience’.  She was, in other words moving away from the Evangelical faith of her parents, which stressed both Biblical and ecclesiastical authority as well as the innate depravity of man, toward a more liberal Christianity...
Even though many 19th century Romantic writers and thinkers differed from one another on various points of belief, they seem to express a common goal in their fight for wide social reform from women’s rights to the abolition of slavery.  Many of them developed a personal hatred of the South land everything it stood for including its traditional cultural and spiritual values.  In fact, the pre-war efforts of the Romantic writers of the North furnished the philosophical and emotional impetus which helped bring about America’s “French Revolution” of 1861 - 65.
After the military defeat of the Christian South, the victorious social and political structure of the North combined with a liberal Christianity set about to utterly crush true Constitutional government, Bible-based Christ centered Christianity and our Western European ancestral heritage.  These were replaced with a centralized federal government, religious and moral relativism and a multiracial melting pot which has resulted in our present day cultural decay.
